A high-quality art and design curriculum engages, inspires and challenges our pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to:
· Experiment
· Invent
· Create
Students research art forms and artists at the start of their units. Our students develop independent research skills, analysis and evaluative skills. They use their in-depth understanding of the topic to produce work and critically assess each other’s work. Consequently, they are inspired to develop their own style.
Art lessons have several cross-curricular links; history, geography, mental health and wellbeing, literacy and mathematics, and study of different perspectives in buildings, architectures and grid methods. We expose students to artists from various ethnic backgrounds, neurodiversity and disabilities as well art forms from around the world, such as Islamic art and aboriginal art. Students explore mental health and wellbeing through study of Van Gogh and Maslow’s hierarchy of needs.
GCSE ART:
Pupils build on the knowledge, skills and understanding established in KS3. The course is designed to encourage students to develop skills, creativity, imagination and independence. Students will experience a wide range of approaches in the use of materials, processes and techniques, responding to guidelines and potential outcomes.
Component 1: Personal Portfolio requires pupils to produce work based on different themes (60%). 
Component 2:  The Externally Set Assignment is the set task from the exam board. This requires pupils to choose a starting point from a list of questions and prepare work over several weeks, resulting in a final idea which will be done within 10 hours set exam time. (40%).

	Students are issued artist assessment tasks whereby they identify a thought of another artist and make it their own. This requires the student to acquire knowledge of the artist’s intent and environmental factors and to have an understanding of art methods to describe their unique approach.

Students are encouraged to describe the artist style by giving them a list of Art vocabulary and creating an artist research page 
 
	Encourage critical art vocabulary. For example; words found in the elements and principles like line, pattern, and shape.

Different strategies to use critical art vocabulary: 
1. Write them into class objectives
2. Make them visible
3. Memorise the words in starter activities or plenaries. 
4. Teacher will support by modelling each word
	In art students read about artists and art periods as a class activity to encourage students’ ability to read complex academic texts
Reading activities are guided and led by teacher. T and other background information before the reading actually begins.

Online art library for students to access at home to help improve their reading. 
	Exit Slips:
Before students leave the art classroom, students write a reflection or specific information learned during the class on a small piece of paper.

Encourage students to write about their work with WWW/ EBI

	Critique – students are encouraged to develop the ability to describe an artwork’s from using appropriate terminology or vocabulary. 

Evaluate – Teacher guides students to build confidence in assessing and identifying the artist’s intent, as well as reflect on the derived meaning and how one engages with the artwork.

 
	Targeted support is provided to students who struggle to write fluently. 
Teachers will use a variety of approaches, including collaborative and paired writing or modelling. Teacher will support students by modelling high quality talk, for example including key vocabulary and metacognitive reflection.
